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UWM Squash
Facility

The UWM Squash Facility 
is designed as a place of 

recreation for the university 
community as well as area 

residents.  The site is situated 
inbetween a major commercial 
street and Milwaukee’s popular 

bike path, the Oak Leaf Trail.  
The Squash Court is designed 
such that its presense belongs 

to the bike path rather than 
the street.  The building 

provides access and other 
amenities to users passing by 

on the path.
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
